“If China wants to have a great violinist,
they have one. All they have to do is look
after him,” concluded the violinist Ruggiero
Ricci after listening to Chuanyun Li in March
2004. “This boy should have a great career.
He has a fantastic violinist capability.... He's
got all the requisites.”

Li has toured extensively in China, Japan and
the United States and collaborated with the
Rotterdam Philharmonic with Valery
Gergiev, Detroit Symphony with Neemi
Jarvi, Hong Kong Philharmonic with Edo de
Waart, Colorado Festival Orchestras with
Michael Christie and Singapore Symphony
with Shui Lan, among others.
